
Peace Handicrafts is a privately 
owned company that offers training 
and employment opportunities to 
landmine and polio victims, widows, 
and the poor. It was established in 
2002, and has received the UNESCO-
ASEAN Handicraft Promotion and 
Development Association Seal of 
Excellence Award.

Eighty-five percent of output is 
exported to the US and Australia. 
Other overseas markets are 
Switzerland, the UK, France, Japan 
and Singapore. ODM orders take up 
four-fifths of turnout, with the rest 
going to OEM contracts.

The company specializes in 
handbags and scarves. It also makes 
home decor and gift items for the 
local market. 

Prices range from $0.55 to $25. 
A 40x45cm shopping bag made of 
recycled plastic is available for $2.50. 
A 16x50cm silk scarf in a plain design 
is offered for $4. A 100 percent silk 
handbag measuring 24x36x8cm is 
priced at $22.50.

Peace Handicrafts sources silk, 

recycled plastic and wood from Phnom 
Penh.

Thirty-six new models are launched 
by the designer every year. The 
sampling department is composed 
of five members and can finish a 
prototype within one week.

All production processes, including 
weaving, sewing, cutting, finishing 
and packing are performed in-house. 
Labeling is provided free of charge.

The full-time workforce is 
composed of 55 staff. The company 
subcontracts some steps to 14 part-
timers during peak months of October 
and November.

QC is carried out by three 
inspectors on all production stages.

The monthly capacity is 15,000 
pieces. 

Cartons are used for packaging.
Peace Handicrafts is a member of 

Artisans’ Association of Cambodia. It 
attends Tendence and Ambiente shows 
in Germany, Mekong Exhibition, 
ASEAN Japan Center and Fukuoka 
International Show in Japan, and 
BIG&BIH October in Thailand.
